The opening words are “Yahweh, our
Lord,” the first being the personal name
of God, followed by his title

Declaring our relationship and His
authority.

The translation of look (observe) Your
heavens should not imply the mere act of
seeing but rather should suggest
contemplation. It is therefore sometimes
necessary to say “when | look at and
think about....”

The greatness of the human being Is
seen In the fact that God made him
inferior only to elohim.

Reference back to the Genesis account
of creation, created in His image.
